Lost Creek Station, a band proudly rooted in Lost Creek, 

Austin, Texas. Our music is all about fusion — where East 

meets West, tradition meets innovation, and genres blend into something fresh and 

unexpected.

Its mission is to spread Shaolin Kungfu and 

culture by teaching the 1,500-year-old art of Kungfu.

The Summit Lion Dance team, is a non-profit 

organization composed of students from kindergarten 

through college. The team focuses on developing 

confidence and leadership skills amongst the students 

and offering cultural awareness to the community. The

team has grown to include students of all ethnicities as long as they have passion, 

enthusiasm, and motivation. The Summit Lion Dance team performs year-round in  Austin 

at weddings, multicultural events, festivals, and businesses during the Lunar New Year. 

All the proceeds from the performances go directly to the Walnut Creek Vietnamese 

Foundation which supports the Lion Dance team as well as the Dual Language Program. 

The Foundation provides scholarship funds for students who display leadership and continue 

to support the Dual Language Program.



Peng-An Ang has dedicated years to mastering the art of 

diabolo juggling, delighting audiences with his skillful and 

artistic performances. He placed first at the 2024 and 2025 USA 

National Diabolo Competition. He now imparts his love for the 

diabolo as an instructor at various schools to bring a wealth of 

experience and a touch of magic to the world of diabolo.

Rachel Liu (刘雨欣) Based in Austin, TX, Chinese soprano Yuxin 

Liu is pursuing her Doctoral degree in Opera Performance at the 

University of Texas at Austin after completing her Master of 

Music at the New England Conservatory. While well-versed in 

many vocal styles, this season she will debut the role of 

Susanna in The Marriage of Figaro , and Violetta in La Traviata 

with Butler Opera Center. Ms. Liu joined Austin 

Opera for the 2023/2024 season and was seen in 

the ensemble for Carmen. A recipient of the 

inaugural American Art Song Prize at 

Songfest 2024, Ms. Liu was also a two-time 

District Winner of the Metropolitan Opera 

National Council Auditions in 2025 and 2024. In 2023, 

she was awarded Second Place at the National 

Association of Teachers of Singing (TEXOMA). She 

is the Teaching Assistant of Butler Opera Center.

Lao Mao (老猫): is a musician of Korean ethnicity 

                     from the city of Panjing in Northeast China. He is 

                   a gentle, middle-aged father, but with the energy 

         and wildness of a young man. He is not only a singer, a music composer, 

and an independent music producer, but also the founder of Evil Doll, a 

heavy-metal rock and roll band and the owner of the Lao Mao Studio.  “My 

          sister is a little fairy” is an original song written by the male vocalist and 

             guitarist Lao Mao. It is about the sweet bonding and companionship 

among siblings growing up together.
